As someone who was a teenager when Superstar came out
as a double album in 1971, like most my age, | played those
albums constantly.

When the 50th anniversary of Jesus
Christ Superstar was approaching, | decided it was time to put
that show at the top of my list and submitted the show to the
Community Players’ board for consideration.
