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Tom Kerwood – a likeable Londoner trying his best to be the “mature” brother.  Steady in his job and marriage, but his brothers try his patience and his sanity.  He is preparing for the final interview conducted by Mrs. Potter who will allow the adoption of a baby. 


 


Linda Kerwood – Tom’s wife.  Smart, sparkly and sassy.  She dearly loves Tom, but would be content not to see his brothers except perhaps at Christmas.  She can be flippant, but not nasty or cold.  She has a lot to deal with at the moment.


 


Dick Kerwood – Tom’s brother.  A loveable rogue.  The kind of guy that would be happy to lend you a hand moving, but would probably take all your beer from the refrigerator.  If he would just put his schemes to lawful activities, he would be a success.


 


Harry Kerwood – Tom’s brother.  Harry is a genius at brainstorming plans but not so much on the practical application.  Can be rather thick at times.  Has trouble holding down a job, but is a kind soul and means well.


 


Katerina – a Kosovan refugee in late twenties/early thirties.  A poorly dressed peasant, buxom and attractive. She is confident, independent and cares deeply for her family and her Grandfather Andreas.  (This character does not speak English. Her 





dialogue is written phonetically. We are not going to worry that every word is pronounced correctly, but rather that the humor is found in her inflections)  


 


Andreas –  Grandfather of Katerina.  A small shabby, weather beaten Kosovan refugee who drinks too much brandy and plays the trumpet (just a few notes) badly. (This character also does not speak English. His dialogue is written phonetically.)  


 


Constable Downs – our local police officer.  He knows something is amiss, but can’t quite put his finger on it.  He does suspect that the three Kerwood brothers are less than sane.  He appears intermittently throughout the play.


 


Mrs. Potter – a formidable professional lady in her fifties.  She has the final word at the Adoption Agency.   She tries her best to give Tom the benefit of the doubt when she arrives for her interview with the couple prior to authorizing Tom and Linda’s adoption of a baby.            


 


Boris – Eastern European.  Speaks English with a strong accent.  He is “helping” Katerina and Andreas reunite with their family in London – for a price.  He wants his payment and appears at the Kerwood home to collect.
